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Welcome to this afternoon’s concert!

Our concert this afternoon is a tribute to America’'s military
veterans highlighting the music of World Wars | & Il. Music popular during
the two wars as well as music played in band concerts during each era is
featured.

Representing the music of WW | is the medley of popular songs:
Keep the Home Fires Burning Till the Boys Come Home, It's A Long, Long
Way to Tipperary and George M. Cohan's well known Over There. Willow
Blossoms, a ragtime piece, was written by John P. Sousa in 1916 for his
band’s concerts at Willow Grove Park outside of Philadelphia. This piece
and his march Sabre and Spurs written in 1918 for the American Cavalry
as well as the popular songs medley were typical of the music Americans
were hearing and singing during WW |.

Representing the music of WW I, “The Girls from Company B"
join us to recreate the sounds and songs of the very popular Andrews
Sisters who performed on radio, in movies and in concerts around the
world. This delightful group will sing Rum and Coca Cola, Stardust and
Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy from Company B. Music of WWII. continues
with The Homefront: Musical Memories of WW Il which is a ‘medley of
several popular songs heard all over America and around the world on
the radio and in USO concerts by American soldiers serving in Europe,
Africa and the Pacific. Another medley brings us the sounds of the Glenn
Miller Band with top hits during WW Il including In the Mood, Moonlight
Serenade, I've Got a Gal in Kalamazoo, Serenade in Blue and others.

Music from movies and documentaries of and about this era are
included with a selection of pieces from the soundtrack to the 1950's TV
series Victory at Sea which documented WWII navy history and American
Anthem, a musical selection from the soundtrack of Ken Burn's 2008
series “The War". Additionally a stirring work by Robert Longfield, Where
Valor Proudly Sleeps, inspired by Longfield’s visit to Arlington National
Cemetery in Virginia, will be played.

The concert closes with a Salute to American Veterans with the
playing of each of the official songs of the six branches of the U.S.
Military: Army, Marines, Navy, Merchant Marines, Coast Guard and Air
Force. Then, appropriately, the concert concludes with the playing of the
official national march of the United States, Stars and Stripes Forever by
John Philip Sousa.

Our Conductors

Dr. Richard Sorenson, Conductor, is Emeritus Professor of
Music, Director of Bands and Head of the Music Department at
Western Oregon University having retired in December 1999
after over 30 years of teaching at the school. He has music
degrees from the University of Northern lowa, The Eastman
School of Music and the University of Colorado. He taught public
schoal instrumental music for four years in lowa and was instructor of tuba at
the University of Colorado befare coming to Oregon College of Education (now
Western Oregon University) in 1969. He plays tuba with the Salem Concert
Band and the Capital Brass Quintet and is currently serving on the board of
directors of the Lutheran Fine Art Center in Salem and Monmouth-Independence
Community Arts Association. He was recently inducted into the Northwest
Bandmasters Association, a group founded to hanor music educators who have
earned the respect of their colleagues for their unique and successful
contributions to the music education of the youth of the Northwest. He became
conductor of the Willamette Valley Concert Band in January 1972.

Christine Barreto, Assistant Conductor, received her
bachelors and masters degrees in music education from
Oregon College of Education (now Western Oregon University)
and is retired as an elementary music teacher in the Lebanon
School District. She serves as principle clarinetist with the
Willamette Valley Concert Band, plays saxophone in the Fairer
Sax Quartet, clarinet/saxophone in the Albany Swing Band and
is Music Director of St. Edwards Catholic Church in Lebanon. She has been
assistant conductor of the band since the fall of 1886.
